This program is open to incoming high
school sophomores through second year in undergraduate study, participants must be a TCA youth
member, and also be a Tennessee resident and/or enrolled in a Tennessee school. Participants will be
selected through an application process. Hotel and travel will be covered by the Tennessee Cattlemen’s
Association. Participants will be responsible for some meals. The application deadline is Wednesday,
June 11, 2025. After the application deadline, accepted participants will be notified and must pay a $250
non-refundable registration fee.
